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We believe God has called us to be “warriors” in the battle to save children from
certain mental or spiritual death that can come due to horrible challenges and
trauma that they have faced by living in dysfunctional families. Through the years
we have been trained and educated in regards to the mental health issues these
children face such as depression, addiction, anxi-
ety, suicidal thoughts, anger outbursts, rejection,
verbal, physical, sexual abuse, low self esteem issues and in some cases M

physical anomalies. We believe that these factors make it very difficult for m
these children to become solid Christians. It seems they are always drag-
ging behind them a very heavy weight that impedest  hem from growing
into the person God wants them to be. Therefore we attempt, through the
help of the Lord, to encourage them through these struggles and obstacles
they have, in overcoming their difficult backgrounds. Otherwise, they would
face a very dim future, but it is indeed a challenge! We must obtain their trust
to help them to first stabilize, then they began the process of working through
their trauma (which can take years!), and last but not least they must be led to
restoration by teaching them life skills. We teach them that the Lord loves
them. They also learn coping skills that will hopefully help them in resolving
any future situations that would or could complicate their destiny. So, pray for
our staff that care for the children, and forthe !'$ % !
