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      We are so excited to share amazing 
news with you.  We have just learned that 
our special education school did very well 
in the annual ñLaserò tests that Mexico    
administers every year on cognitive skills! 

 The tests took place in May and we just received the 

results.  Our special education school took first place in 

3rd grade out of ALL schools in Ensenada, a city of 
600,000 people!  And, in 4-6th grades, we took first place 

overriding the schools in our own little town of 3000! 

These results are for all schools ïnot just special  

education schools, and we are very pleased.  The   

findings were published in the Mexican newspaper and on 

the Secretary of Education Internet web. 
We attribute their learning not only to our dedicated 

staff who make learning a joy in the lives of these less 

advantaged children, many of whom have been labeled 

ñburrosò and were rejected by other schools because of 

their leaning disabilities, but also to a program called OLE 
(Optimal Learning Education) which takes the child away 

from conventional learning and moves them into inde-

pendent and group learning styles.  This strategy gives us 

clues on how to begin each day with opening activities 

that put our students into receptive states, how to help 

them to focus more and we provide attention on learning 
tasks; using compelling questions, seating the children in 

teams that improve on their social skills making the class-

room a more positive experience which ultimately im-

proves achievement and understanding each disability to 

better provide strategies and skills for each individual stu-
dent.  We have found that when we implement these skills 

the childrenôs behavior changes as they mature. 

We are very proud of our young people that placed 

so well and grateful for our dedicated teachers that have 

worked very hard to provide them with the skills to excel. 
Indeed, an accomplishment considering our children 

have learning disabilities!  This is a joy and a success that 

we are so pleased to share with you, our partners. 
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
